The Association has a constitution which sets out the modalities of relationship between her and her members. An elected Executive Committee runs the affairs of the Association. The election of the Executive Committee takes place every three years.

Members of the Association living in the South East of England hold Monthly General Meeting in the meeting venue which is at Evelyn Community Centre, Wooton Road, Deptford London SE8 5DB. The Monthly General Meeting is  held on the last Sundays of the months of February to November; December and January left out so as to give members who wish to travel home for Christmas holidays ample time to do so.

The current membership of the association is over 200.
